The Six Step in Wellington 
Recently, I had the opportunity to visit two Rock n Roll Clubs in the Wellington 

area; those being Habour City and the Wellington  Rock n Roll club.   
 
Habour City held their hop on a Friday night  and a trusty group of people arrive 

early to set the scene in a community hall with lights and arrange the tables for the 
keen dancers.  On this particular night the DJ was the guy who played at the  

Nationals so he knew what he was doing.  He played a combination of fast and 
slow which allowed people to pace themselves for the night, especially me as the 
pace of the music and dancing was a little more than I am used to.

Once again I 
recognised some more dancers who had frequented the Bay for various Rock n Roll
